To whom it may concern,

I am opposed to allowing the building and maintaining homeless camps in the city limits, that
do not have an engineered plan submitted for review and approval that are required for all
developments. I have lived in Missoula for 38 years and have had personal interests in many
of the developments that have happened in Missoula. I know it takes a long time for a
development to get final approval from the city. Sometimes years. There are many plans,
revisions of plans, reviews, more revisions, on-site inspections etc. They also need approval of
neighborhoods. All of these add up to a lot of time and effort and money. The reviews and
approvals etc. happen continually, every time, in low cost and high-end neighborhoods. I
believe the goal is to have developments that work, give residents choices, and that don't cause
problems and extra tax money. I don't know why the city would consider doing it differently
for homeless camps. I realize there was an urgent need this winter due to Covid-19, but the
camp off of Brooks was supposed to be temporary. The city should not approve anything
permanent that has not gone through all the channels other developments go through. This
creates a lack of trust in our elected officials in what they tell the public, in how they do their
job, and how they manage the city as a whole. If you relax the rules for the camps and
homeless, why not all developments? Please do not vote for permanent housing that has not
gone through all the channels other developments go through. I do not believe it is in the best
interest of Missoula, to make this city a place that encourages a larger homeless population. I
believe what is happening with the camps is encouraging the homeless to travel to, and
become camping homeless in Missoula.

I would also ask not to vote for more jobs with the city, that increase taxes. If there are more
development projects going up, wouldn't the added money that the increased developments
bring in pay for the additional staff that may be needed? Missoula is an open-minded
community, that accepts all people. Please do not add new job positions that tax payers pay for
that we don't need.

I am against passing resolution 2021-087. I feel like Missoula does not need it. Missoula is a
diverse community, and we work well together.
